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Respect Collaboration Trust- Consultation
Consultation: 
· Castle School: Site Removal and Increased Places 60 to 100
· Kingsmead School: Additional Satellite Site
Since April 2021 a number have changes have been made to what is now known as Respect Collaboration Trust, this is in direct response to the increase demand locally and pressure on Derby City Special Schools, supporting Derby City to reduce out of authority placements and an increase in exclusions. This consultation supports bringing this wider project together as a whole, to offer a greater number of SEMH placements for Derby City. 
Already the collaboration has;
1. Extended the age ranges (5-16) and pupil numbers (150) at Bridge Street School
2. Extended the age ranges (7-19) and pupil numbers (180) at Kingsmead School
3. Extended the age ranges (5-19) and pupil numbers (100) at Castle School
4. Created Respect Collaboration Trust
5. Implemented an Inclusion Advisory Service
6. Redeveloped and taken ownership of a number of buildings to provide school based activities and also outreach work, this includes St James House and Darley Barn
Proposal 1
Remove the Cedar Grove building as part of the Castle School, this is in response to Castle School moving to St James House, Mansfield Road, Derby on 13th February 2026
The removal of the Cedar Grove estate from Castle School has no detrimental impact on Castle School community including the children who attend it, as the new building that pupils have already moved into is bigger in size, offers a wider range of facilities which are suitable to the age ranges that Castle School caters for.
Proposal 2
Increase the capacity number of Castle School back to 100 pupils, this forms part of the Derby City’s Inclusion Strategy to allow for 100 pupils to attend the Castle School at St James House. The school has already been previously commissioned by Derby City Council for 100 pupils and Castle School has capacity for up 100 pupils.
Proposal 3
Formalise the arrangements for a Key Stage 2 Satellite Site for Kingsmead children at Cedar Grove. This building prior to the Castle School inhabiting it was a building utilised by Newtons Walk children (aged 5-11) and has been inhabited by a cohort of children since 23rd February 2026, and has been a successful, therefore is suitable for this cohort of pupils. 
We propose Kingsmead School will admit up to 40 children through the schools defined admissions process and land will be transferred appropriately. Again, this forms part of Derby City’s Inclusion Strategy.
We will seek the views of stakeholders across the sector.
